Alpina Foods, one of the most recognized dairy companies in

the world and a leading dairy producing company in Colombia

and South America, has decided to open its first specialty yogurt
manufacturing plant in the United States. Alpina plans to create 50
jobs at the new dairy manufacturing plant that will be constructed

in the Genesee Valley Agri-Business Park in Batavia, N.Y.

“We chose the park because of the skilled workforce, proximity to milk supply, ability to reach our
target markets, and the longstanding tradition of dairy and agriculture within Western New York,” said
Alpina Foods CEQ Julian Jaramillo. “It is an optimal location for our first United States specialty yogurt
manufacturing facility.”

“We've been waiting for exactly the right moment to make a major push into the U.S. market, and now we
have finally found the right location to achieve our strategic goals,” said Alpina Foods Managing Director
Carlos Ramirez Zavarce.

Established by two Swiss entrepreneurs in 1945, Alpina runs nine industrial facilities across Colombia,
Venezuela and Ecuador, and has a commercial presence in more than 12 countries.

“Alpina will be operating with local dairy farmers, milk cooperatives and vendors along the value chain
to enhance our operations,” said Ramirez. “We are very interested in working with local retailers such as
Wegmans, Tops and other supermarket chains.”

Alpina will be eligible for incentives from the following New York State agencies: Empire State
Development Corporation, which will be providing Excelsior Jobs Program benefits; Office of Community
Renewal; and the Department of Labor. The Genesee County Economic Development Center (GCEDC) and
the Town of Batavia will also provide local incentives.

“There are significant food processing assets available throughout Western New York, including our
extensive milk supply and abundance of fresh water,” said Greater Rochester Enterprise President and
CEO Mark S. Peterson. “These agricultural assets, coupled with proximity to major metropolitan areas, will
certainly accelerate Alpina Foods’ penetration of the U.S. market.”

“Aforeign direct investment such as Alpina’s into a new specialty yogurt manufacturing facility is an
enormous win for Western New York and the entire state,” said GCEDC President and CEQ Steve Hyde. |
have been impressed with Alpina’s products, quality control, and socially responsible business practices.

This investment is expected to
add 15 new jobs to the existing 200-plus jobs at the Rochester location.

Clemente, general manager, metering and sensing systems—digital energy for
GE Energy Services. “We’ve been very pleased with our success in Rochester.

The city’s strong higher education presence also adds to the talent pool. As a
result, we've been able to attract employees who have an excellent work ethic,
are extremely productive, and possess a great skill set for our needs.

“This investment stems from teamwork with New York’s Empire State
Development Corporation, Rochester Gas and Electric, and a new agreement
with the UAW,” said GM Vice President of Labor Relations Cathy Clegg.

GMCH Rochester Operations opened in 1939 and provides components to
support several GM products builtin the U.S., Canada, Mexico, South Korea,
China, Australia, and Brazil. The 30 new jobs will be added to an existing
workforce of 826 hourly and salaried employees at the Rochester facility.

The diversity of our local industries and the innovations
coming out of our companies and universities have helped
our area successfully weather the national economic

downturn. Currently, GRE is managing 17 active projects

representing the potential for 4,300 jobs and $719 million

in capital investment. This project volume is double the
amount GRE was managing two years ago. Rising interest
in the region proves Rochester is a very attractive location,
and that bodes well for more exciting local economic news
